With initial help from Steve Leon, the “Perch Base, United States Submarine Veterans Inc.” Facebook group was
launched.

A Flash Traffic has been sent to all members to let them know this is now available
online. Approximately 29 Perch Base members have joined the group and appear to be using it, based on some
event “yes” and "maybe” selections and some “likes” being posted.
