of the parade by your stager, in the staging areas.   
If you have a group entry, please be sure that all members of the group know their entry 
number and staging area prior to parade day.  


3) Because of the the time frame of the parade and the number of entries we have there 
cannot be any delays or stops for performing.  In the interest of safety, throwing items 
(candy, gifts, etc.) from your parade entrants is not allowed. You need to have 
enough volunteers to hand items directly to parade watchers at curbside.   
NO THROWING ITEMS FROM YOUR ENTRY.  Prescott Frontier Days®, Inc. will not 
be held responsible for anyone injured by violation of this rule. 


4) Sign/Banner letters should not be larger than 18 inches.  Advertising, identification of 
floats, and themes should be kept to a minimum and be in good taste.
